Pre-Message Prompt Option
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The section above allows you to enter a PREMESSAGE prompt that will go in front of each of the messages for each of the capcode addresses. Many of our clients have requested this feature so they can differentiate each capcode message and the Tone options instead of 1A (capcode 1 tone A). For example, many fire departments have firemen that work for the EMS unit and the fire units. Our addressing pre-message allows them to receive the message as EMS: go to address 1234 Holland Rd. The EMS unit knows they are responding to an E.M.S call and not a fire call. Hospitals can use this pre-message for the coding of patients. For example, CODE RED: Room 101. They know the coding and the speed they need to respond.

Example: You send a message to capcode 2, function code C which is set to (Trauma) the nurse gets this message and automatically knows there is something going on in the Trauma ward.  Then he/she will read the message.  Having this option is great for customers with several capcode addresses.  They do not have to guess where the message was sent, the unit will automatically tell you with the message prompt.  You can change the pre-message prompts on the computer program software to fit your specific needs. 
Having these message prompts before each capcode or each function code of each capcode enables the unit to have a total of 16 capcode addresses with a personalized alert tone and personalized message prompt for each capcode and each function code of each capcode.

Looking below, you will also notice many other features that can be altered to better serve your needs. One in particular is the Vibrate duration. This allows you to set the alert length for the vibrate option between 8 to 64 seconds.  Another great feature is the Manual Alert Reset which allows the unit keeps beeping or vibrating until the message is acknowledged.
Our customer, The Tennessee Valley authority uses our pager for all of their Nuclear Facilities to evacuate the facility in the event of an emergency. We have set for them a compound alert option that allows a tone beep and vibrate at the same time. If the employees receive this alert option, they will immediately know to evacuate the facility. City governments can use this same feature to notify all departments of a natural disaster.

In short, the Corporate 6200 pager was designed to meet virtually any need a customer could possibly need. We can program the unit to be advanced or to be simple to operate. We currently sell the Corporate to various governments worldwide as well as domestic. Our product is located at many US Military installations as well as Federal Government Agencies.
